Dear Parents,
Welcome to the Summer term. 
Homework
Homework will be given out on Thursdays and will need to be returned to school for marking on Mondays. Please practise the spellings and phonics we have sent home and the common exception words regularly. 
P.E.

This term P.E. will be on Tuesday as usual. Please ensure that if your child brings in their plimsolls they still fit and that shoes and bag are labelled with your child’s name. If possible, please make sure that your child’s earrings are removed on the day.  

R.E.

This term we are looking at ‘Easter to Pentecost.’  The children will recap the events leading to Easter, learn about the Ascension, Pentecost and the coming of the Holy Spirit according to Luke’s Gospel.
Numeracy

In numeracy we will be focusing on securing number facts, measurement (time, capacity, volume), position, direction and fractions. We will also revisit multiplication and division and shapes. Please help your child to read the time on an analogue clock face at different times of the day on the hour and half hour. In Year 1 we really focus on the children knowing the facts and applying their skills so when they meet bigger numbers and more complex problem they have a secure knowledge.

Literacy

In literacy we will be looking at fantasy stories, poems, dictionaries, glossaries and explanation texts. We will be revising and reinforcing rhyming patterns and initial and final letter sounds. Children will be creating their own fact books about plants, animals and sea creatures. The children are continuing to work on the grammar for year 1. The phonics screening check will be held in June. The children will be expected to read real and made-up words with the main different phonics spelling patterns. Please practise the sounds in the homework folders. Your child can also practise phonics using websites like phonicsplay, CBBC, and topmarks.
Reading

Children will read twice a week (once as a guided reading session and once individually) so please bring reading books into school every day.  
Science

This term we will be learning about ‘Plants.’ The children will learn to identify and learn the function of different parts of a plant, including trees. In class we will plant our own seeds, monitor and investigate what plants need to grow. If you have any seeds or plastic plant pots at home that you would like to donate, please bring them in!

History and Geography

This term we will be learning about the life of Queen Elizabeth II and the events during her long reign. The children will be making crowns and sceptres to commemorate her Jubilee.  
In Geography we will be learning about how we make and use maps to look at the world and our local areas. Please look at maps with your child and encourage them to find the seven continents and five oceans.  We will also have `ocean explorers` activities in our classroom and outside; including a pirate ship in the home corner. 
ICT

The children will be using Purple Mash to record the results of an investigation as a pictogram and to create an animated storybook. They will continue their Internet awareness training on how to use the internet safely and know that not everything on the internet is true. They will find out about the variety of devices that use the internet, learn how to login safely and use passwords to keep their creative work safe. 
De Bono’s Six Thinking Hats

We will be learning about De Bono’s Six Thinking Hats. The children enjoy “wearing” the hats and learning to use these methods to develop their thinking.
