The data from the Enfield School Swimming Programme is broken down into Non-swimmers, Yellow, Green and 25M, Red and Blue. 

Yellow is the ability to swim 9 metres and show a floating position on their front and back.

Green is to swim 25 metres any style, tread water for more than 30 seconds, understand and have a knowledge of water safety plus be able to demonstrate a reach rescue, demonstrate 3 floating positions, demonstrate ability to retrieve an object from the bottom of the pool depth 1 metre and to be able to jump in-depth 1 metre.
