	Fiction - Historical Stories

Chn read 4 WWI books, Morpurgo’s WarHorse, Foreman’s War Game, Huggins-Cooper’s  One Boy’s War and In Flanders Fields  by Jorgensen & Harrison-Lever.  Using these, they discuss and analyse features of historical fiction, compiling a glossary of terms.  They also compare books, plays and films, writing playscripts.  Rehearsing diff sentence types and dialogue punctuation, chn compare and review books.
Non-Fiction – Reccounts

Read two personal recounts, in 1st & 3rd person respectively: The Day of Ahmed’s Secret & Hurricane. Identify features of recounts and study adverbials, use of commas and perfect verb forms. Chn write a sequel to Hurricane using the grammar they have studied.

Choral or performance poems

Using a range of poems, chn identify features of good narrative performance poems. They investigate expanded noun phrases, subjunctive verb forms and figurative language. They also discuss how a range of fairy tales could be re-told as poetry and then write their own versions.
	Maths – NNS see separate planning sheet.

Mental maths – One mental maths lesson each week and an end of week test to develop children’s mental ability for rapid recall and problem solving.

Tables Test- Weekly test of times tables ranging from x2 – x12.
	Light and Sounds 
In this unit children will learn about how light travels and that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes, or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes. They will learn that shiny or reflective surfaces alter the direction in which light travels. Children will have the opportunity to solve problems related to everyday life about how light travels and how we see. Children will also investigate and explain the shapes of shadows, and relate this to light travelling in straight lines.

Working Scientifically, children will have the opportunity to plan and carry out an investigation in the context of finding a reflective material for children’s clothing. They will have he opportunity to use light sensors and data logging equipment to measure and record their observations and they will write a report detailing what they have concluded.

In order to teach this unit, children will need to have studied Y3 Light and Shadows.
Our Bodies

In this unit children will work towards answering the Quest question, ‘How can we stay healthy?’ They will present their findings in the form of a ‘health roadshow’ incorporating multi-media presentations which show that they will have recognised the impact of diet, exercise and lifestyle choices on the way their bodies function. Children will learn that there are many different but related aspects to keeping healthy. They will investigate the functions of the heart and circulatory system and will describe how nutrients and water are transported in human and animal bodies.

Working Scientifically, children will investigate how exercise and heart rate are related, and also to find out how scientific ideas about health have developed over time. They will plan an investigation and will take measurements with accuracy and precision. Children will present their findings in a number of ways, and will explain causal relationships emerging from their own data.

d. Explain how and why people prayer the Psalms (AT 1 (ii) Level 2 and 3)

e. Explain the Psalms as a form of prayer ritual used by both Jews and Christians today. (AT 1 (ii) Level 4 and 5) 

f. Pray the Psalms

INDOOR SESSION TAUGHT BY TEACHER:
Gym- Counter balance & counter tension:

In this unit the children investigate balances and bridges and create longer sequences. They learn to arrange the apparatus responsibly without direct supervision. They use their knowledge of compositional principles to adapt and develop their sequences. They will also watch performances and begin to make simple judgements against set criteria, suggesting ways that work could be improved. In gymnastics as a whole, children use skills and agilities individually, in combination and in sequence, with their aim of showing as much control and precision as possible. 

	PSHE/ CITIZENSHIP & S&R EDUCATION:

SEAL Scheme:

New Beginnings: 

This theme focuses on developing children’s knowledge, understanding and skills in four key social and emotional aspects of learning: empathy, self-awareness, social skills and motivation. The theme offers children the opportunity to see themselves as valued individuals within a community, and to contribute to shaping a welcoming, safe and fair learning community for all. Throughout the theme, children explore feelings of happiness and excitement, sadness, anxiety and fearfulness, while learning (and putting into practice) shared models for “calming down” and “problem solving.” (Links to drugs use and keeping healthy fit into the Science topic “Keeping Healthy.”

Getting On And Falling Out:

This theme focuses on developing children’s knowledge, understanding and skills in three key social and emotional aspects of learning: empathy, managing feelings (with a focus on anger) and social skills. 

	MUSIC: 
Music Express Scheme:

Roundabout: The children will create a class performance of a song called “Junkanoo” through practice and rehearsal. The children will complete the song in a 4 part round and must ensure that their timing is correct. 
Songwriter: The children will focus on the lyrics of songs and they will explore how melody reflects the lyrics. The children will be learning the scat song “I wanna sing scat” and they will discuss the relationship between the words and the music.
