Fiction - Historical Stories

Chn read 4 WWI books, Morpurgo’s WarHorse, Foreman’s War Game, Huggins-Cooper’s  One Boy’s War and In Flanders Fields  by Jorgensen & Harrison-Lever.  Using these, they discuss and analyse features of historical fiction, compiling a glossary of terms.  They also compare books, plays and films, writing playscripts.  Rehearsing diff sentence types and dialogue punctuation, chn compare and review books.

Non-Fiction – Recounts

Read two personal recounts, in 1st & 3rd person respectively: The Day of Ahmed’s Secret & Hurricane. Identify features of recounts and study adverbials, use of commas and perfect verb forms. Chn write a sequel to Hurricane using the grammar they have studied.

Choral or performance poems

Using a range of poems, chn identify features of good narrative performance poems. They investigate expanded noun phrases, subjunctive verb forms and figurative language. They also discuss how a range of fairy tales could be re-told as poetry and then write their own versions.
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History


Key Teaching Points:





Children can be introduced to the idea that people from other societies have been coming to Britain for a long time. They can learn about some of the tensions involved in the settlement as well as ways of life and matters that impact on us still.





Links can be made with other societies that contributed to the formation of the United Kingdom and how Saxons, Vikings and Scots contributed to the development of institutions, culture and ways of life in the country.





There is a strong emphasis on children investigating issues and solving valid historical questions recognising the nature of the evidence on which their judgements and knowledge are based.

SCIENCE


Light and Sounds- Children who are working at the expected standard will have explained that light travels in straight lines from a source where it enters the eye causing images to be seen. They will have described and explained how objects and shiny surfaces reflect light. They will have planned and carried out an investigation into which material reflects most light and will have reported on their findings. They will have used the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain the shapes of shadows.


Our Bodies- Children who are working at the expected standard will have identified the main parts of the human circulatory system and will have described the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood. Children will have described how water and nutrients are transported throughout the body. They will have investigated the effect of exercise on pulse rates. They will have recognised the impact of diet, exercise and drugs on the way their bodies function and will have communicated this information in a number of different ways.

Key Teaching Points:


Focus on L S Lowry’s works looking in particular at his VE Day Celebrations painting.


Children will focus on colour and shading used to create emphasis and effect in his work.
