
Prime Area: Personal, Social and Emotional development (PSED)/ SEAL


• Can play in a group, extending and elaborating play ideas, e.g. building up a role-play activity with other children.• Initiates play, offering cues to peers to join them.• Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.• Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.	• Can select and use activities and resources with help.• Welcomes and values praise for what they have done.• Enjoys responsibility of carrying out small tasks.• Is more outgoing towards unfamiliar people and more confident in new social situations.• Confident to talk to other children when playing, and will communicate freely about own home and community.• Shows confidence in asking adults for help.	• Aware of own feelings, and knows that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings.

Specific Area: Understanding the World (UW)

Specific Area: Expressive Arts & Design (EAD) 


Develop fine motor skills- painting, charcoal, drawing etc. Recognise Primary colours. Work with a variety of collage materials.  Traditional tales in the reading area.  The role play area is to be developed into a hospital. Use musical instruments to create sounds heard in the environment. Create own pictures from paints. Use boxes and resources to make own models

















Specific Area: Mathematics (M)


Working with number: number songs and rhymes and stories. Focus on  numbers past 10, one more, one less using =- and + knowing more and less.  ICT: I Pad, Expresso and specific number programs. Focus on a different number rhyme/song each week. Sorting activities to include natural and man- made materials .Using language such as more/less bigger/ smaller. Positional language above/below.

Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)


Children will:


 Have access to a variety of large equipment: caterpillar, slide, tyres etc. Model how to make a circuit.


Develop Locomotor skills- crawling, walking, running, hopping, leaping.


 Develop body management skills- static and dynamic balancing, stopping and landing.


Develop independent dressing.


Develop fine motor skills: gripping pencils, using scissors correctly.




















Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL) Specific Area: Literacy


Talking and listening; Listen to adults and peers in Reception. Have opportunities to talk to friends, partner, whole class, adults. Circle time, speaking and listening through narrative. Focus on Traditional tales. Focus on different sounds from the stories. Introduce hot seating model how. Reading  ;Encourage children to join in with traditional tales. Encourage children to question what is happening in the stories. Read name daily for self- registration .Writing : During structured play children will have free access to a wide variety of writing tools and materials . Hand and finger exercises, clapping. etc. Daily shared writing. Develop fine motor skills- jigsaws, threading beads. Use name cards to copy names. Encourage all children to have a go at writing. Phonics Phase 3 /4 4x sounds per week
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
