Welcome back!  We hope you all had a good Easter break and are ready for an exciting new term!
This newsletter includes details of the areas of the curriculum to be covered this term.  Just to remind you as well of our P.E. day is on Monday and Friday.  Please make sure that your child has the correct P.E. kit on and come to school wearing it. They need to bring with them the correct size plimsolls or trainers to change into for the lesson and clearly labelled with your child’s name on.   Earrings should not be worn on P.E. days.
Thinking Skills

We continue to use De Bono’s Thinking Hats and a variety of Thinking Maps to develop the children’s thinking skills.  Ask your child to draw one of the thinking maps and explain how we use them! Each week we introduce a new habit of mind, which encourages the development of good thinking habits.
Tissues needed!
We have completely run out of tissues and would be grateful if you could send in a box with your child.   Children regularly need tissues and having a continuous supply is very helpful.  Thank you very much to the parents who have already sent in boxes of tissues in the spring term.  

READING

Please ensure that your child reads for at least 20 minutes to you every night in order to develop accurate and fluent reading skills. Evidence shows that good readers are also good spellers and good writers.  Being able to read well benefits your child and helps them to make better progress in all areas of the curriculum so reading regularly is essential for success. Reading journals are provided for date, book and comments to be added by you or your child and they are checked regularly in school.   Please make sure you sign the reading record and encourage your child to fill in their reading records and bring them to school each day.  We will always check how many times your child has read at home every Monday and send home a comprehension which they should complete and return the next day if they haven’t read enough at home. We strongly recommend that the children have a good dictionary and thesaurus that they can use regularly to help with learning the meaning and spelling of unknown words as well as helping to broaden their vocabulary.
HOMEWORK

Literacy and Numeracy home work will continue to be given every WEDNESDAY to be returned on the following MONDAY at the latest.   Please encourage your child to complete their homework.  This is good practice for the children to take responsibility for their work and handing it in on time. On occasions, another piece of work may be given instead of literacy or numeracy to complement work done in class. 
Please encourage your child to practise their times tables regularly, they should already know their 2, 5 and 10 times tables and must leave Year 3 knowing the 3, 4 and 8 times tables too.   Knowing them will be a great help to their future mathematics work.  Also, practising mental maths will be very beneficial for all aspects of maths work.

Finally!
In order to prepare the children for moving on to Year 4 we will be focusing on them being more independent and organising themselves carefully. Please join us in helping the children to take greater responsibility for their own belongings and homework.

From Easter to Pentecost (first half of Summer Term)

The children will explore the Season of Easter, the period from Easter Sunday to Pentecost. Belief in the resurrection is presented as one the founding belief of Christians and, together with the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. 

ISLAM

We will spend one week studying the Islam faith.
Discipleship:

The children will be learning about how the disciples decided to follow Jesus in their lives and actions. We find how we can also be disciples in our lives today. There will be the opportunity to find out about people who have lived their life like a true disciple of Christ. 
ICT
ICT will be linked with subjects across the curriculum as well as work on the different Coding Units. 
ART

Children will be exploring artwork during Roman times. They will be creating mosaic tile patterns and using clay to create a Roman pot. 
They will also be exploring how the theme of space has influenced artists. 
DESIGN & TECHNOLOGY

Constructing a Castle- The children will explore designs of existing castles and spend time planning out their own castle design. They will be provided with a range of equipment and tools to create their own castle which the Roman soldiers would have used. 
Electronic Charm-The children will look at some examples of smart wearables. They need to suggest a feature from the Micro:bit that is suitable for an eCharm.

Then they will write a program that initiates a flashing LED panel, or another pattern, on the Micro:bit when a button is pressed. They will need to identify errors, if testing is unsuccessful, by comparing their code to a correct example. They will explain the basic functionality of their finished program. Children will need to suggest key features for a pouch, with some consideration for the overall theme and the user. They will use a template when cutting and assembling a pouch, with some support and describe what is meant by ‘point of sale display’ with an example.

RSHE & CITIZENSHIP

We will be following the TEN TEN resources which will help to explore the individual’s relationship with the wider world. Here we explore how human beings are relational by nature and are called to love others in the wider community through service, through dialogue and through working for the Common Good.
