	Geography
	· The children will be locating on atlases and world maps different climate zones in the world.
· The children will be researching some different weather patterns which exist.

· They will be understand how tornadoes and hurricanes are formed.

· The children will be focusing on the human effect different weather patterns have. 

· The children will be creating presentations to show to the other children in the class about different weather patterns they have found out about.

	Science 
	· Discuss the links between earthquakes volcano formation and the different types of rocks which are found.
