	Reading – Collaborative reading groups to develop confidence and fluency of reading skills.

Mental maths – additional weekly tests to develop children’s mental ability for rapid recall and problem solving.
Tables Test- weekly for x 2, x 3, x 4, x5, x 6, x7, x8, x9 x10, x11and x12 x14 x15.
	Forces- Develop understanding that forces act in different ways.

That magnets, can push or pull magnetic material and to understand that a push force compresses a spring and a pull force stretches a spring.
Properties of materials. Developing and extending their knowledge and completing scientific enquiries around the topic. 
Scientific enquiry: Children will be predicting, observing, comparing and carrying out fair tests.

	History- Vikings:
In this unit, the children will be covering:
Develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives.

To understand where the Vikings came from.
To understand how and why the Vikings invaded Britain.

To understand how some kings in Britain dealt with the Viking invaders.

To identify and describe Viking artefacts.
To know some Viking gods and what they represent.

	ICT- Spreadsheets:
The children will know that computers can calculate costs and are useful when prices change. They will enter labels and numbers into a spreadsheet. They will learn how to enter formulae into a spreadsheet. The children will learn how to change data in a spreadsheet to answer ‘What if…?’ questions and then to check predictions.

ICT: Databases
The children will be able to search a database using = < and = >. They will be able to search a database using AND. The children will also know that some information found can be unhelpful. They will also be able to skim read and sift information to modify a search strategy.

	Art- Viking Art:
The children will analyse the work of Andy Warhol, discussing the medium used, colour, textures and content.  They will annotate a piece of work by Andy Warhol and add colours to a 4 square black and white print of Warhol to recreate style.  Children will create repeated images using potatoes, altering colours.  Using textease they will recreate multiple backgrounds using tools to copy, paste and recolour images.
D&T- Longship
In this unit the children will research and make a Viking long ship. They will identify the features of the boat and assemble one from materials they deem appropriate. 

	Rounders
The children will use their skills and abilities individually and in teams, with the aim of showing as much control when running and precision when hitting using the bat possible. The children will arrange apparatus responsibly, without direct supervision. The children will also watch performances and begin to make simple judgements against a set of criteria, suggesting ways that work could be improved.

Say no to bullying

This theme aims to develop and revisit four of the key social and emotional aspects of learning covered in previous themes through a focus on bullying – what it is; how it feels; why people bully; how we can prevent and respond to it; and how children can use their social, emotional and behavioural skills to tackle this crucial problem.

The four aspects of learning in which knowledge, skills and understanding are developed are self-awareness, empathy, managing feelings and social skills.

Going for goals!

This theme focuses primarily on the key aspect of motivation with a subsidiary focus on self-awareness.  It gives an important opportunity for all children`s abilities, qualities and strengths to be valued.  The theme provides opportunities for the children to reflect on themselves as individuals, particularly their strengths as learners and how they learn most effectively.  Each set of activities focuses on the underlying prerequisites for successful goal directed learning and behaviour, for example, taking responsibility and building feelings of confidence and self-efficacy – the belief that what you do makes a difference.  Goal-directed behaviour is only valuable if we are able to make wise and balanced choices about our goals, so this theme provides opportunities for children to consider this and to practise problem- solving strategies.

	MUSIC: 
The children will learn some body percussion routines. They will then create their own piece in a group and perform it. They will continue to learn songs and musical language.
