Literacy:
Writing:
The children are beginning to write words and sentences independently now so, please encourage them to write the sounds as they hear them, try and help them hold the pencil correctly but do not worry at this stage when words are not always correctly spelt. Encourage your child to write simple sentences and then read the sentence back to you. The important thing is for them to have a go at independent writing. 
Things to remember:

· Does the sentence start with a capital letter?

· Are there spaces between words?

· Can they/you read the sentence? Does it make sense?

· Does the sentence end with a full stop?
