Religion- Thursday 21st of May

Perform an Act of Worship as a family. The children have done this a few times with the class so hopefully they can direct you in this. 
GATHER:
First we gather – choose which items you will be using to prepare. You may want to sit in a circle together or face a particular point in the room (prayer table). In class we usually sit in a circle and light a candle and place it in the centre of our circle. The children sometimes put different items in the centre (Bible, rosary beads etc). As it’s the month of Mary you may wish to place a picture or statue of Mary in the centre or some rosary beads.
LISTEN:
We listen to a passage from the Bible. As it is May, the month of Mary we have included a passage from the Bible about Mary:
John 19:25-27
25 Near the cross of Jesus stood his mother, his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26 When Jesus saw his mother there, and the disciple whom he loved standing nearby, he said to her, “Woman,[a] here is your son,” 27 and to the disciple, “Here is your mother.” From that time on, this disciple took her into his home.
RESPOND:
Respond to the words in the passage you have just listened to. Reflect on the Word you have heard and say a prayer by passing around a stone/ pebble/ shell/ candle or you could write a prayer. 
MISSION:
Here children come to reflect on what they would like to hold on to, to understand and express how faith is lived out in the school community, at home, in the parish, the local and wider community. They identify ways of applying faith to life. Today at some point during the day, find a quiet place and say a prayer for someone in need.
