TASK 3
Think back to when you made your salt dough pepper (Did you make your salt dough pepper? Did you send pictures in that we could put up on the website? Do you still have your pepper?) We used a salt dough recipe to create it.
Today you are going to use this salt dough recipe again to create a 3D Olympic medal design. As I said before, the Olympics should be taking place this year but have been postponed. 
Imagine that school children across the world have been given the opportunity to take part in a competition to create a suitable medal design to commemorate the Tokyo 2021 Olympiad. 
You are gong to use the salt dough to create the whole thing but it will need to be completed step by step over a number of days as you will need to let each section harder naturally before you can attach other parts and detail.
!!!!! YOU WILL NEED THE ASSISTANCE OF AN ADULT!!!!!
Below I have listed 2 recipes that you can use. Select the one that your parents feel is the least expensive and use that. Please be patient until your parent can get the ingredients and work alongside you at the start.
WHITE CLAY DOUGH
1 cup bicarbonate of soda 
1/2 cup corn flour 
3/4 cup of warm water

Mix the dry ingredients in the pan then stir through the warm water. Mix over a medium heat, stirring as it starts to bubble and come away from the sides of the pan. When it has started to dry and resemble a soft play dough consistency, take it off the heat and leave it to cool for a few minutes. Turn it out onto the counter and knead it for a couple of minutes to make it super soft and pliable. It should look and feel like bright white play dough!

The next recipe is for the cooked salt dough.
COOKED SALT DOUGH
You will need:
1 cup salt
2 cups flour
4 teaspoons cream of tartar
2 tablespoons cooking oil
2 cups of water
Saucepan
Food colouring of your choice that matches your medal
Mix ingredients in a saucepan.
Add colouring. Cook for 3 to 5 min on medium heat, stirring constantly until it becomes soft.
Store in airtight container in fridge. It will last for a while and has the consistency of commercially prepared playdough.

If you have a younger sibling these salt dough recipes are perfectly safe for them to make their own little models from as they would if they were at school. Share it with them, but make sure that you have enough to create your model.

CREATING
All Olympic medals must be at least 60mm in diameter and 3mm thick.
But we are going to double these dimensions to have a wider surface on which to create and work upon.
So, you will need to roll out and cut 2 circles of 12cm in diameter and about 1 cm in thickness. You need it thicker so that it does not easily break.
It might be easier if you cut out two templates made from stiff card to do this. A discarded box is perfectly fine. If your parents have something round in the house that is 12 cms in diameter and they will allow you to use this item, you are even luckier. Please ask first.
Once the two circles have been cut out, you need to leave them on a flat surface, somewhere that is safe and won’t be disturbed (moved) by anyone in the house, in case it is in the way. Remember to put holes in the dough for the ribbon.
Carefully, turn over the discs so that they can dry evenly. 
Create your design  on the sheet below. Thing very carefully about your ideas. Are you going to use symbols from nature, architecture or even history of Japan? Do a little research about Japan to give you some great ideas, for example, the national flower of Japan is the chrysanthemum, but most Japanese will tell you that it is the cherry blossom.

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You will need to mould and carve the pieces that you need to place on top of your hardened salt dough circle.
Mix a little flour and water to form a glue, so that you can stick your pieces down. Make sure that your ‘glue mixture’ is a little thick. 
Take your time to construct your medal. Leave your added pieces to dry in between days.
Take a picture of your completed medal and send it into school.
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
