Handwriting

To ensure consistency in size and proportions of letters and the spacing between letters and words.


	Spell high and medium frequency words.

Recognise a range of prefixes and suffixes, understanding how they modify meaning and spelling, and how they assist in decoding long complex words.

Spell unfamiliar words using known conventions including grapheme-phoneme correspondences and morphological rules.

To practise spellings using ‘look, say, cover, write, check’ strategy and focus on spelling patterns. 
	Show relationships of time, reason and cause through subordination and connectives

Compose sentences using adjectives, verbs and nouns for precision, clarity and impact

Clarify meaning through the use of exclamation marks and speech marks

A key focus will be on editing and improving own work and checking that sentences make sense.
	Guided Reading (once a week), children will:

· Identify typical story themes

· Identify and discuss main and recurring characters, evaluate behaviour and justify views

· Identify layout of different text types (narrative, instruction, information etc) and be able to explain why it is set out that way

· Write book reviews 

A key focus will be using self assessment by using assessment criteria to help improve quality of writing.

	To improve dictionary skills.

To recognise and spell the prefixes mis, non. ex, co and anti

To collect and classify words with common roots and investigate origins and meanings.

To explore homonyms which have the same spelling but multiple meanings e.g. wave

To spell words with common letter strings but different pronunciations.
	To revise importance of grammatical agreement in sentences.

To understand use of and importance of pronouns.

To ensure grammatical agreement in speech and writing

To understand that the grammar of a sentence alters when the sentence type does – word order.
	To write poetry that uses sound to create effects e.g. alliteration.

To clap out and count the syllables in each line of regular poetry.

To understand the following terms – verse, chorus, couplet, rhyme, rhythm, alliteration

To recognise some simple forms of poetry

To write poems, experimenting with different forms and structures

To produce polished poetry through revision.

To compare forms of humour

To select, prepare and read aloud and recite by heart poetry that plays with language or entertains.
