
Specific Area: Expressive Arts & Design (EAD)

Use musical instruments to create sounds heard in the environment. Create own pictures from paints. Use boxes and resources to make own models.

Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)


Children will:


 Have access to a variety of large equipment: caterpillar, slide, tyres etc.


Develop Locomotor skills- crawling, walking, running, hopping, leaping.


 Develop body management skills- static and dynamic balancing, stopping and landing.


Develop independent toilet use and independent dressing.


Develop fine motor skills: gripping pencils, using scissors correctly.




















Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL) Specific Area: Literacy


Talking and listening; Listen to adults and peers in the nursery. Have opportunities to talk to friends, partner, whole class, adults. Circle time, speaking and listening through narrative. Be aware of Autumn language. Use listening area. Model how to use tape machine. Phase 1 Letters and Sounds  Go on a sound walk .Reading ;learn how books work-front ,back, page ,pictures Model  reading in book room. Read large books to class. Encourage children to join in with known texts. Use Expresso. Name cards to recognise name. Model rhyming words and encourage children to notice them in stories and songs .Writing : During structured play children will have free access to a wide variety of writing tools and materials . Hand and finger exercises, clapping. Incy wincy spider etc. Daily shared writing. Develop fine motor skills- jigsaws, threading beads.
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Specific Area: Understanding the World (UW)


Change in weather and what clothes to wear.


Know that leaves change colour in Autumn and discuss these colour changes.


Look at conkers and acorns.


Myself topic. Name body parts. Work on senses. How they have changed from when they were babies.

















Specific Area: Mathematics (M)


Working with number: number songs and rhymes and stories. Focus on one number per week. [1to7]. Matching activities, sticking activities, number jigsaws, numbers in sand/water, white boards and markers, number lines. ICT: Expresso and specific number programs. Nursery rhymes with number: Hickory, dickory dock…..


Sorting activities to include natural and man- made materials.  Pictures from magazines, sorting colours.
