List the similarities and differences between life in Ponders End and life in Handa’s village.
	Discuss the vocabulary: The snorting pig, the chattering fox, the rattling porcupine and the squeaking bats. 
Can you mimic the noises the animals make?
Talk about what it would be like to sleep where Handa sleeps. Compare to where children sleep.
	UW: Explain some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries
Look at houses in the local area and compare to Handa’s village Use non -fiction books to research different animals and what country they come from.
