	Reading – Collaborative reading groups to develop confidence and fluency of reading skills.

Big Writing – develop beginnings to stories, plot developments and endings. Improve use of adjectives. To develop writing different styles e.g. diary entries, recounts, poetry, letters and descriptions.

Grammar, Punctuation – on going revision and consolidation of capital letters, full stops, speech marks, commas, semi-colons, colons, question marks, exclamation marks etc.

Weekly spellings – to develop children’s store of vocabulary. Each week follow a different spelling pattern.
Handwriting – exercises to practise and improve letter formation, presentation. We will focus on writing words which we have been studying for our spelling focus. 

	Maths – 

Mental maths – additional weekly tests to develop children’s mental ability for rapid recall and problem solving. Include investigative work at least every 2 weeks. 
Tables Test- weekly for x 2, x 3, x 4, x5, x 6, x7, x8, x9 x10, x11and x12.
	Earth and Space:
In this unit the children will be describing the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the Sun in the Solar system.

They will also be describing the movement of the Moon relative to the Earth and the Sun, Earth and Moon as approximately spherical bodies. The children will also use the idea of the Erath’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the Sun across the sky.

Scientific Enquiry:

The children will:

· Developing graphing skills.

Forces:
In this unit children are explaining that unsupported objects fall towards the Earth because of the forces of gravity acting between the Erath and the falling object. The children are also identifying the effects of air resistance, water resistance and friction, that act between moving surfaces. The children are also recognising that some mechanisms including levers, pulleys and gears allow a smaller force to have a greater effect. 
Scientific Enquiry: 

The children will:
· Plan out an investigation.

· Record findings in tables.
· Take repeat readings.

· Develop graphing skills.

	In the Beginning
In this unit, the children will:

· Retell either of the stories of Creation: Genesis 1:1-24a or “:4b-25
· Explain belief in the nature of God drawn from these passages

· Name how the presence of God can be found in  both creation and human experience

· Describe the development of an understanding of creation

· Explain why people pray the Psalms

· Pray the psalms

Spiritual Outcomes: 

It is hoped that pupils will develop:

· A sense of wonder for creation

· A willingness to learn from scripture

· An appreciation of the truths contained in Scripture

· A sense of the value of prayer.

	History- The Mayan Civilization:
In this topic children will learn about modern day Mexico. They will learn about the geography of Mexico and know that different states.

They will know the term architecture and look at a variety of buildings from Mayan times and from different eras in history.  Children will look at information about how the Mayan Civilization collapsed.  In addition, they will also acknowledge that modern events have connections with the past.  They will learn about Mayan beliefs and religious practices.

They will read and analyse Mayan folk tales. 
(Link with Literacy, ICT, Art and D&T)
	ICT – Programming and  Coding:

In this unit, the children will be learning:

The children will learn that objects can be programmed to do actions at the start or when they are clicked on, they will learn that ‘start’ and clicks are events.

They will learn to use a key press event to make an object change direction, and begin to use the terms ‘algorithm and ‘execute’ in a computer context.

They will learn that objects can be programmed to do an action when a button is clicked and that different buttons can be programmed to make different actions happen.

They will practise using time in their code. They will create simple animations using events to make objects perform actions in a sequence.

They will learn that objects ca be programmed to respond to their background or environment and begin to understand what the word ‘condition’ means in computer programming.

They will consolidate their understanding of conditions in programming and learn how different types of conditions can be used in code for different purposes.
	Mayan Art:
In this unit, the children will explore the artwork from the Mayan era. They will use different media such as: paint, water colours and clay to create pieces of art inspired by Mayan art. This unit links to the History unit of the Mayan Civilization so the children will have a good background understanding of the artist’s inspiration.
D&T- A Mayan Wall Hanging: 
The children will be revising and learning sewing skills to help them sew a patch for the Mayan wall hanging. They will be using a variety of stitches in order to create the patterns on the material and ensure that in the design process, they look at ways of creating a patch which will be durable as well as aesthetically pleasing.

SEAL Scheme:

New Beginnings: 

This theme focuses on developing children’s knowledge, understanding and skills in four key social and emotional aspects of learning: empathy, self-awareness, social skills and motivation.
