Role play


Pirate ship with compass points, maps and pictures of different continents and oceans.








Numeracy


Place value using skills partitioning into tens and ones for numbers up to 100. Recognising coins and notes and starting to unitise in order to add different values. Telling the time to half past, using before and after, days and months, seconds, minutes and hours.





Science - Plants  


This unit introduces children to how different plants and their parts through a number of investigations. The children will name and identify parts of flowers, plants and trees and will compare common trees. Plant seeds, monitor and investigate their growth and what affects growth. Bring plants into classroom for children to look after. Children will explore what plants need and where some plants grow. They will also revisit Animals including Humans looking specifically at sea creatures their diets and link to previous Geography topic.














ICT: 


Using Purple Mash to record the results of an investigation as a pictogram. (Link with numeracy).  


To create an animated storybook – can link with Literacy, Geography and Science. 


Internet awareness –


e-safety, learning that not everything on the internet is true.











Commotion in the Ocean





Art/DT   collages, painting. 


Children to make Fruit smoothies for their DT projects. Also, sea creatures (some moving) using paper and recyclables, linked to Literacy and Science.  Children create collages from fruit and vegetables.
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R.E.  Dialogue and Encounter


Learning that the church is a community to which all Christians belong, finding out about their local parish. Knowing about Judaism, the Torah, how Jewish people believe in one God. 


Catholic Social Teaching


The children explore how work is God’s creative activity and that human beings are called to cultivate the earth, and should be treated fairly.
