Science - Plants  





This unit introduces children to different plants and their parts through a number of investigations. The children will name and identify parts of trees and compare common trees. Plant from seed and bring plants into classroom for chn to look after. Identify, recreate and learn functions of parts of a plant. Explore what plants need and where some plants grow.











Numeracy 


Multiplication – counting in 2s, 5s and 10s, making groups and arrays, sharing to divide. Fractions – finding and recognising halves and quarters of numbers and shapes.  Position and direction – describing turns, left and right, forwards and backwards, above and below.





ICT





To know how to use the internet safely. To understand how to login safely and keep their creative work safe – to start to understand  creative ‘ownership’.


To contribute to a class pictogram. To become familiar with Purple Mash and create, save and retrieve their work.

Art 


The children will learn all about Claude Monet and 


try to reproduce his style.


Children to use pencils to sketch their observations of plants for Science. 
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Geography


Mapping the world. Children learn map skills; compass directions, symbols and draw their own maps. They start to recognise maps of the continents and oceans of the world.





Literacy


Learning about fiction and non-fiction. Very Hungry Caterpillar and Bad Tempered Ladybird – retell and improve sentence structure – link to numeracy (days of week, telling the time) and Science. Stories about travelling.
