Year 6 St. Catherine and St Christopher Parent Newsletter

Welcome to a new term in Year 6. Thank you for all your kind wishes, Christmas cards, and gifts given during the Christmas season- they are very much appreciated and we hope that you managed to have a happy Christmas and New Year.

During this term in Literacy, the Year 6 children will review features of various text types, such as writing formal speeches related to Ancient Greece, exploring myths and legends, and creating their own myth stories with mortal and immortal characters. They will also continue to improve their skills in answering different types of comprehension questions—these tasks will be both standalone and integrated into the writing activities mentioned above. The children will learn how to use various strategies to do this effectively under timed conditions. The Geography topic for this term will be ‘Biomes and Climate Zones’. The children will learn that biomes are a way to categorise the Earth’s surface, based on climate patterns, soil types, and the plants and animals that inhabit an area.

In Numeracy, we will be teaching several topics, including revisiting last term's learning and developing the children’s understanding of algebra, fractions, decimals, percentages, area, perimeter, volume, statistics, and shape. The homework set each week revisits topics we have recently covered or areas for revision. Please ensure that your child works hard on their homework, as it will help to consolidate their learning in these areas.

The topic through which Religious Education will be taught this half-term will be 'Galilee to Jerusalem'. Remember to ask your children what they have been learning about and encourage them to explain and share their knowledge with you. Please read the attached R.E. newsletter for further details. In Science, the topics we will cover this term include: Animals - Circulation and Health, and Living Things – Classifying Big and Small. There may be additional Science homework each week to support the areas we are studying. Although Science is no longer a SATS test, understanding science and developing scientific enquiry skills are still very important for assessing your child's progress. Therefore, we will continue working with the children and encourage them to earn as many Science Ninja stickers as possible! Children are also welcome to bring in any information or research that might help them with their studies.

Currently, Year 6 has P.E. scheduled twice a week on Tuesdays and Thursdays. The children may wear blue tracksuit tops, bottoms, and trainers for outdoor P.E. On their allocated P.E. day, children will continue to arrive at school in their P.E. kits, as was the practice last term. Please ensure your child has their P.E. shoes in their bag, as they should come to school in their normal school shoes. 

Homework will continue to be given out on Mondays and should be completed to the best of your child's ability before being returned to school each Friday. Please ensure that your child reads to an adult for at least 20 minutes each evening. Their reading record should be signed each night and brought back to school daily. Reading records are checked on a Wednesday. Children who do not provide sufficient evidence of reading to an adult will be given a Reading Comprehension task to complete at home and bring back the next day.
           We will continue our focus on Thinking Skills as a whole-school approach. We aim to develop the children’s thinking and higher-order questioning skills through the use of the Thinking Hats, Maps, and Habits of Mind. 
We hope your child has an enjoyable term. If you have any concerns about your child, please feel free to speak to any member of the Year 6 team after school.
