Summer Term, 2026
Dear Parents, 

Welcome back for a new term. We hope you had a peaceful and restful break and that this letter provides you with key information for the upcoming term.
For the first part of this term, we will continue to focus on SATs revision. The children will complete past papers in Numeracy and Literacy. It would be very helpful if you could keep revising with your child at home. After the SATs, we will shift our focus to helping the children prepare for secondary school during our Numeracy and Literacy lessons. 
In our RE lessons, the topic pupils will explore in the first half term is ‘To the Ends of the Earth’. 
In this branch, pupils will explore St John’s account of the Resurrection and how it demonstrates the restoration of humanity’s relationship with God. Pupils will make connections between Genesis and the Resurrection, recognising Jesus as the ‘last Adam’ who brings new life, and examining the symbolism of the garden, light and darkness, and Jesus’ encounter with Mary Magdalene. 
Pupils will deepen their understanding of faith through Jesus’ gift of the Holy Spirit and the story of Thomas, reflecting on belief, evidence, and choice. They will consider what it means to bear witness to the Resurrection today through prayer, scripture, and the sacraments, and learn about Christian witness through the example of St Stephen, the first martyr.

In History, the pupils will learn about the Tudors, focusing on three Tudor monarchs and their reigns. In Art, we will explore a unit called ‘Realism’ and replicate and create some of our own realist art. In Science, we will be exploring ‘Evolution and Inheritance’, and the children will have many opportunities to develop their scientific knowledge and understanding, and to earn their Science Ninja stickers for their efforts in scientific enquiry. 
At present, Year 6 is timetabled for P.E twice a week. These days are Tuesday and Thursday. The children are allowed to wear blue tracksuit bottoms or navy shorts, white t-shirts, and black trainers for outdoor P.E. As was the case last term, the children will continue to come into school in their P.E. kits on their allocated P.E. day. Please ensure your child has their PE shoes in their bag, as they need to come to school in their normal school shoes. 

Homework will be given out on a Monday and should be completed and returned to school on Friday. Please ensure that your child continues to read each night for at least 20 minutes and that an adult has heard them. Their reading record should be signed each night and returned to school each day. Reading Records are checked on a Wednesday. Children who do not have sufficient evidence of reading to an adult will be given a Reading Comprehension to complete at home and return the following day.

We will continue our focus on Thinking Skills, a whole-school approach. We aim to enhance children’s thinking and higher-order questioning through the use of Thinking Hats, Maps, and Habits of Mind. 
We hope your child has an enjoyable final term at St Mary’s. Should you have any concerns regarding your child, please feel free to speak to any member of the Year 6 team after school.
